The 7 C’s of History

What Are the 7 C’s of History?

The 7 C's are the foundational history that God has given us in His Word. They explain
the world around us and provide the foundation for the rest of the Bible, the Biblical
Worldview, and the Gospel message.

The first four C's are the history found in Genesis 1-11 and explain who we are,
where we came from, why our world is broken, and so much more. It's this history
that explains what we see in sciences like biology (the study of life), anthropology
(the study of man), geology (the study of rocks), paleontology (the study of fossils),
astronomy (the study of the heavens), and more!

The last three C's are the Gospel message and the coming return of the Lord Jesus.
It's these C's that give the answer to our sin problem and the hope for eternity. Here
arethe 7 C’s:

Creation

God created everything in six, literal 24-hour days around 6,000 years ago.
This original creation was “very good” (perfect).
