WEEK 5  • DAY 1
A. God has declared the end from the beginning. 

He is in control of the future.

Q. What do these verses teach us about God?
Isaiah 46:9–11



WEEK 5  • DAY 2
A. Micah prophesied that the Messiah would be born in Bethlehem. 
Hundreds of years later, Jesus (the Messiah) was born in Bethlehem!

Q. What did the prophet Micah say 
about the Messiah’s birthplace?

Micah 5:2; Matthew 2:6; John 7:42



WEEK 5  • DAY 3
A. David wrote that they would divide garments and cast lots for 
clothing. The soldiers did this while they were crucifying Jesus.

Q. What did David prophesy about Jesus?
Psalm 22:18; Matthew 27:35



WEEK 5  • DAY 4
A. About 700 years before Jesus came to earth, Isaiah 

wrote that Jesus would die for the sins of people. When 
He came to earth, Jesus lived a perfect life and died in 
our place, suffering the penalty for sin on our behalf.

Q. What did Isaiah write about why Jesus died?
Isaiah 53:4–6; 1 Corinthians 15:3–5



WEEK 5  • DAY 5
A. He predicted that He would die and rise 

from the dead on the third day.

Q. What did Jesus predict about Himself?
Matthew 20:17–19; Matthew 28:1–10
