At the same time, there were
volcanoes on land that shot a lot
of ash high into the atmosphere,
creating dark clouds that kept sun
rays from reaching the land. This
would make the land cooler.







The evaporation, when water became steam and
vapor, lowered the oceans as much as 300 feet,
forming land bridges. Here, Harry the cave bear is
scouting out the land across the ocean.
